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An Outline of "A Book in Danger"

This is a one man show with a large pop up Diary.  

The main character is called "Book Mark".

Page 3- Year planner. We outlining the year for a tree.

Page 4-Today page.  The date of the performance and name of school.

Page 5- Monday.  A picture of Oakie, at the airport with a suitcase.

Page 6- Tuesday.  Map of the world with rainforests marked on in dark green.  
          Tuesday opens into a hotel.

Page 7- Wednesday.  A picture of a Monkey.

Page 8- Thursday.  A picture of a Toucan.

Page 9- Friday.  An image of a desert, where the forest used to be.

Page10- Saturday and Sunday. The weekend double page spread
The rainforest, on this page there are drawings of trees, lianas, a sloth, a
snake, some butterflies, a humming birds, lots of leaves and some mysterious 
eyes!  A rainforest tree falls to reveal a chair.

Throughout the journey in the Diary we meet the 'Chopper'. He cuts down any 
tree and does not replace it, nor does he care about the forest.  He is Oakie's 
worst enemy.
